Steve has been working on lakes and
streams for over 40 years and specializes in lake management and lake restoration projects.

Teaching with Mother Nature, with strategies for effective teaching in the outdoors.

US Navy virtual field trip to a science lab, October 16, 2018

The U.S. Navy will be hosting a free virtual field trip geared towards middle schoolers and will
be providing exclusive access to one of their premiere science labs (Space and Naval Warfare
Systems Center) on Oct. 16th at 1 p.m. eastern at this webcast link. The Navy is encouraging
classrooms interested in STEM to join them by viewing a live stream of their scientists
performing 7 experiments that will inform about "Ocean Light and Communication & Invisible
Light". Scientists will explore light in the atmosphere and ocean as well as infrared light and
laser systems during this time and will provide your class with a short post event
worksheet/quiz.

The Minnesota Department of Education (MDE) administers the
United States Senate Youth Program (USSYP), an annual
scholarship competition funded by the William Randolph Hearst
Foundation and sponsored by the United States Senate. Each of
the 50 states and the District of Columbia (and the Department of
Defense Education Activity) select two high school juniors or
seniors to participate in the USSYP. The delegates receive a
$10,000 undergraduate college scholarship and attend a one-
week, all-expense paid trip to Washington, D.C., March 2-9, 2019.

Students must be high school juniors or seniors currently enrolled
in @ Minnesota public or private secondary school, and currently
serving in an elected or appointed leadership capacity in a student
government, civic, or educational organization. The student must actively serve in this position
for the entire 2018-19 school year.
